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Britain faces a structural fiscal crisis: low growth, sluggish 
investment, falling living standards, and an ageing population 
driving up pension costs. 

Yet instead of presenting a coherent economic strategy based on 
fairness, government policy has relied on stealth taxes, speculation, 
and populist measures that raise little revenue and damage 
confidence.

It disproportionately affects working families, 
increases child poverty, and punishes children for circumstances outside their control. 

Research by the IFS and Resolution Foundation shows that ending the policy would 
have no meaningful negative labour-market effects and would substantially reduce 
child poverty rates.

SCM Direct/MoneyShe supports the full and immediate abolition of the two-child 
cap, restoring universal entitlement for all children.

	 • Index income-tax thresholds to inflation.
	 • Cost: ~ £6bn per year, funded within the reform package.
	 • Removes stealth taxes and restores fairness for working households.

Abolishing the cap is therefore both morally necessary and economically rational - and 
can be fully funded within SCM Direct’s Fair Budget framework (which raises £77 - 87 
billion per year). The measure represents less than 4% of the total fiscal space created 
by this package.
